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' GOULD'S PUMPS IKC.
THE BEGINNING OF IT ALL

The pump business in Sencca Falls
was started by John P. Cowing, who
in 1807 opened the first pump Tact-
ory. Those @arly pumps were made of
wood. Down & Co., the parent comp-
any of Goulds Pumps, Inc. uas
started in 1840 by Abel Downs who
had been in the mercantile bus-
iness. ¢

It was not & very serious attempt.
The factory was located in ihe wing
of the cotton factory and Dewns
buflt a small furrace over the
river. He had.the firm for about
two years and five men were employed
in making the pumps. Two years later
Downs stopped production and re-
turned tec merchandis€ and also
bought an interest in & hardware
business.

During those early years, changes
were the ordinary., and so two years
later, in 1844, Downs went back teo
ithe pump business cs & partner with
John i. KHheeler snd Smith Briggs
gnder the name of Wheeler, Briggs

Co.

According to an 1846 Seneca
County Courier, the firm had re-
cently purchased the stone building
used for a carriage factory by
Jderemy Bemeni, Ebenezer lHoskins
and Orginn Storrs. In the base-
ment of the main building there
was a3 steam engline. This we&s the
first time steam was used in bus-
iness in Seneca Falls,

The first floor had turning
"lathes for both wned and iron work
é¢ circular saw, boring machin: and
other large tools Vor manufacture.
It was here that the first iron
pump was made.

The second Tloor was for constr-
ucting patterns, manufacturing
stoves; third {leoor had a paint
shop. In a store room in the rear
of the building there was an iron
foundry and forging shojp. Rccord-
ing tc the newspaper the plant
Was as large as any between Albany
and Buffalo.

For the next scveral years there
were many changes in the managenenti
of the company. Actuglly there

weire & number of companies with
Downs and other men involved in

all or some of the Tirms.

A1l of these men were among the
most influential of the era. In
1848, Washburn Race, reccivaed 3
patent Tor his improved stove re-
gulator and he joined the company.
Later, Horace C. Silshy and a Mr.
Thompson got an interest in ihe
regelator and joined the others.

Prior to this time the punmp
factory was YWheeler & Downs, the
regulator firm, Wheeler, Downs and
Race. It later became W. Race &
Co.,; but the pump company remained
The same.

When Horece (. Silsby énd Fdward
Mynderse joined it became Downs,
Hynderse & Co. and Wheeler retired,
In 1851 Seabury S. Gould purchaser
the Mynderse interest and the co-
mpany becamz Downs, Silsby & Gould.
Silshy retired thet same year.

The furnace was turned on or
blasted three times & week and
about 2,500 cwl. of ireon was melted
each time., They made Uispatch
Cooking and Race's Air Tight Parlor
Steves, HMiner's well and cistern
pumDSs.

The plant was iocated at the
cornel of Q;id and Green Styreets.

e
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This time the _pump gompany proved
to he successful and a&s husiness
fnterests incressed, more space
Was needed. 'The coembany bought

the old Timnman Hotel and a tannery
gt Ovid S5t. and entarged its work
space and hired more ren,

By 1864, Seabury Gould was the
most active pariner and the pump
compeny was renamed "The Goulds
Menutacturing Co."

Like Jack's beanstalk, the co=
panny just kept growing. When the
eld puilding burned, s new building
was put up in 1879 on Ovid S, It
was 40 by 85 feet in size and six
stories itigh. Even befere the new
building was put up, the company
employed 175 men. The weekly pay
cieck amounicd to up to $1,500
& weelk,

Gotilds now had branch offices in
Chicagn and London. liems mgnu-
factured at the plant were: sucticn
and force pumps, gardenl angines,
Burrail's corn sheliers, pipe
boxes, jackscrews, hells, sad
irons and eiher hardware. It
made over 203 sizes and styles of
pemps and Red & patent cn g g98s
biowey Tor ofl wells,

On Dct. 28, 1870, the

Gouldds Pumps wes &l
to give its emplioyes a Chri s
Bonus in 1816 of §30,000. i
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With the building of The Hew Yord
State Barge Canal, the plant on |
the istand had io be sbandoned and
removed. The entire operstion was |
moved to West Fsll St. On Barch ‘
10, 1926, the name of Gould Man-
pfaciuring Cowpany was officially
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changed to Goulds Pumps, Inc.
The plant now occcupied & 78-acre
tract of land and employed 1,000

workers.

It manufactured and shipped
25 million pounds of freight &
year from Seneca Falls, At West
Fall Street there were 13 acres
of Tloor space; 1l acres of roof.
The company used 11,000 tons of
cpoal a year and 8,000 tons of pig
iron. There were two miles of
railread track in the yard.

In 1850 when Seabury S. Gould
joined the company, the pump was &
hand type, the kind that used to
set in every farm yard. One still
sees them occcassionally but they
are usually there for decoration.

Later ihere were electric motor
punps. They came in all sizes
from & 1Z-pounder to & six-ton
gfant that could pump 40,000
gallons of water & minute. This
type of pump is used in & city's
water sysiem. Today pumps are made
for all kinds of liguids including
0il, sewer sludge, etc.

Seabury S. Gould, who became &
member of the company in 1850,
was horn in Conpecticut. lHe be-
came president of the company
in 1864 and continued as top
official for more than 40 years.
His son James W, Gould was pres-
ident from 1886 to 1896, Seabury S
Gould, II, &slgfo a son, took the
helm until 15808 when he was succw-
eeded by his son Hormsn J. .

Horman J. Gould was born in
*Senecs Falls, March 15, 1877, the

oldest son of Seabury Swith Gould,Il

and Mary Judd Gould. His maternzl

Wright was sleeping on the straw
in the barn of Jeremiah Nares on
the shore of Seneca Lake when
Chapman hit him with a spade. The
crime was witnesse by a young
girl and following a trial, Chap-
man was hanged from a scaffold on
Water Street, in the village.

In June, application was
made by the village board to
McAdamize Fall St. between the
east line of Ovid St. and the,
cross walk in front of the shop
of dJames Sanderson.

There were 51 births, 20 marriages
and 37 deaths in Ovid during the
year.

Martha E. Wright of Auburn and Mrs.
Mary Ann McClinteck of Waterloo.
The women began to develop an
idea for the First Women's Rights
Convention. A few days later they
met at the home of Mary Ann Mc
Clintock and finalized the plans
for the convention. It was held
July 19 and 20 at the Wesleyan
Church in Sereca Falls and 1t was
a huge success.

1858

On January 9, there was a fire
at the home of Aaron Warne, south
of Romulus. Three children ages
five, saven and nine, and a neigh-
bor's child died in the fire. -
Mr. and Mrs. Warne and a baby
were away from the house at the tim
The childre were not named, but
there is a stone in Mt Green
Cemetery which lists, four children
of Aaron and Arminda. The stone
carries no death date but the chil-
dren are: Norman, Harriet, Wiliiam
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and Edith. The baby was Letitia.

Work was started on building-’
the new agricultural college at
Ovid. The first report showed that
a subscription of $45,000 had been
promised from Seneca County res-
idents. The state had guaranteed
a loan for 20 years at no interest
with which to purchase of farm
of 1,700 acres in Ovid , where the
college would be built. The
foundation for the first building
was laid October 2.

The canal was getting too small
for all the activity and s law
was passed to dredge out the
channel of the river from Waterloo
to Gene to the depth of nine
feet. On July 5, the canal boat
“Don Carlos" arrived from Buffalo
with 5,017 bushels of wheat for
the Clinton Mills. This was the
largest load ever delivered in
Seneca Falls.

Cowing & Co. were experiencing
a growth in their business. The
firm built a new building on the
site of the Powzll & fGay Sash
Co., which had been gyept away by
a flood. The paper noter that
Seneca Falls manufactured every-
thing from & steam fire engine to
a wrought ironnail. It had more
inventions and patents then any
other place-its size. The latest
invention was an zpparatus for
beating eggs, invented by William
Lewis.

Waterioo wus not to be left tut.
That year, Major Frederick H.
Furniss invented the sleeping car.
. A model of the Furniss Couch Car
was on exhibit at the World's
Fair in New York City. Furniss
later sold the patent to the
Pullman Company.

1868

The officers of the Seneca

County Agricuiturcl Society were:
William Dunlap, Ovid, president: /&
Ira Johnson, Waterloo, vice pres- ‘
ident; Edward W. Sentell, HWaterloo,
secretary; John D. Coe, Romulus,
treasurer. There was also a Covert-
Ulysses-Hector Agricultural Soc-
iety with Minor V. Cole of Covert’
as president.

Ice on Seneca Lake that year was
so thick that it was possible to

. ice skate on the lake. William

0'Brien was clected president of
the Seneca Falls Cornet Band., In
September 2 new steamer was put on

Cayvga Lake, the "T.D. Wilcox"™, It

made the run from Cayuga Bridge

to Itheca ‘in three hours. There
were 11 stops which delayed the
boat at least five minutes each tip
and it cressed the lake four times
The estimated speed was near 20
miles an hour.

1878

Tonnagé on the canal was 5.126,2
an increase of 170,307 from 1877.
The tolls added up to $992,988.12.
Volume 1, Kumber 1 of the Seneca
County News was published by
Albert L. Childs. It was a Demo-
cratic newspaper. Deposits at the
First Kational Bank of MWaterlon
for tho year totaled $96,633.51.

William B. Ciark of Yaterloo
shippped a car load of wagon whoels
to the Cortland Manufacturing Co.
The Thomas A. HMcIntyre Distillery |
was running 1,000 bushels of grain|
par dav. !
Edwin Clark was elected worthy |
master of Seneca Lodge 113, F&AM arl
Sterling 6. Hadley was elected .
president of the board of Willard |
Asylum. The "Nehemiah Masonic
Ledge of Colored Persons" had &
grand ball at the Academy cf Music.
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1888

On January Dr. William C. Lutz
of Seneca Falls was arrested by
government gfficials and charged
with distilling liquors without
paying a tax or having a license.
Shortly later, the case against
the physician was dismissed. It
was learned that he was just
making root bitters, useu for
medicine and it was not in violaticn
of the law.

On May 19, a 70 foot derrick

was set up on Chapel St., in Waterloo

in a search for natural gas. The
gas well had been discovered in
January at a dept of 1,455

feet. Thirty gallons of nitro were
exploded in the well to get a
better flow. It was expected it
would be big. Expections were

not fulfilled but it did produce
enough gas for the Durkin family
who owned the property.

The soldier's monument in
Mynderse Park in Seneca Falls was
being completed. It was donated
by Mrs. Albert Cook.

For a brief time during the early
part of the years, the Seneca Coun-
ty jail had an vnusual "visitor",
Prov. Sclcder, a Fiji, traveling
in the United States as a convert-
ed cannibal was in jail for in-
toxication.

1898

On April 6, the Rev. F.W.
‘VYalentine, minister of West Fay-
ette Presbyterian Church resigned.
He went to Sodus Center and was
replaced by the Rev. Gecrge
Nichols of Camillus. Also the
Rev, Joseph W. Hendricks was
appointed pastor at Holy Cross
Church in Ovid. He had been at
Livonia. The Rev. H. Grant

Perscen of Chittenango became the
new pastor at the Seneca Falls
Presbyterian Church. The Rev.
Samuel! €. Garlick resigned as
pastur of the Ovid Presbyterian
Church.

Thera were ¢ number of major
fires in the county in 1398, some
which ended in tragedy and several

* accidental deaths. On January 8,

George Pike was run over and killed
by cars of the Hew York Central

. Railroad. On.dJdanuary 14, John /L.

Marshall, was struck by the engine
of a reilroad car at the Stark

St. crossing in Waterloo. In March
William Compson died from shock and
injuries received in a collision

of a sweeper and passenger trolley:
car. ‘

In March a large fruit elevator
and warehouse owned by C.K. Yates
in Farmer was burned. It was full
of grains and dried fruit. A rail-
road car standing on a switch
beside the warenouse, wai ting to
be lcaded, alsoc burned, zand also a
house zlose t2 ine buildings.

Alse in March there was a major
fire en the Swan farm in Fayette.
Thrze large barns uere destroyed.
There were 53 horses in the barns,
nine of thes: disd in the fire. A
Alsc destraved w=re a number of
cactle and sheen, 1,000 bushel of
cats, 03 tons of hay, 100 tons of
cabbage and other produce. The
property at that time was cwned by
Martin Smith of Gezneva.

On May 9, the house of Fred
Habel burned in Seneca Falls. Burn-
ed to death were Mrs. Laura Habel,
her daughter Alice, 13 and son
Fred, 9 months. The husband and
three children escaped. The father
went back into the house and brough:
out the children but they were
already dead from suffocation.
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That month there was a break
in the Erie Canal and over six
miles of canal boats were tied
up at Clyde from both direct-
ions. Fred N. Pratz was run
over by the cars at Pre-Emption
St. in Border City.

In July, the Sisson Malt house
midway between Waterlpo and
Seneca Falls was destroyed by
fire. The new Lehigh Valley
tracks had been laid through
the center of the building
and it was believed that sparks
from the train started the fire.
Also in July, the house of *

George Zartman in Fayette, burned.

Mrs. Lydia M. Zartmen, her
daughter Mrs. Carrie E. Poff-
enberger and the hired man,
Christopher Seward burned to
. death.

In August, Patrick Caulf, a
Civil War veteran was killed
by the cars on the New York
Central in Seneca Falls. Also
in August, a passenger steamer
Ithaca, burned near the dock at
Cayuga. This was the former
T.D. Wilcox, mentioned earlier
which had recently been refit-
ted.

Not all the events of the
year were tragic. The paper
noted that LeRoy Yakely, a
Seneca County native broke the
world's record that year in
the standing broad jump. A
grandson of Jdoshua Hinkley of
Romulus, he had jumped 11 feet,
one-guarter inch, in Syracuse,
to break the record.

Also on December 1, the
Johnson Home for Ladies opened
in Seneca Falls. Mrs. M.E.
Burtless was matron., The first
ladies to move into the home
were: Mrs. A.B, Carpenter, Miss
Sarah J. Keeler and her sister
Mrs. Mary K. Allee.

Rose Hill Grange moved into its g
new hall in the arcade block.

The Haterloo Chamber of Commerce
was organized sometime in August.
Also in August, between 75 and
100 men were employed in building
the new Cox.sewer system in Water-
loo. Trenches in some areas were
10 feet deep.

The ice house owned by George
Zartman burned in Waterloo. Build-
ing next to railroad track, fire -
started from embers from the train,

In Willard a farm barn at the
state hospital burned. Damage
estimated at about, $8,000. The
Cayug a Lake House was renamed \
Sheldrske Springs. In Interlaken,
Arthur Gould, a graduate of Corn-
ell Medical College became a
pariner with his father, Dr. Lewis
A. Gould. D.Scott Rappleye bought
the canning factory at Interlaken
for $11,000.

Sometime earlier, a group of
men hac begun manufacturing a
motor cer in Seneca Falls. The
business was located corner Fall
and Rumsay Street., In 1908, the
Iroqueis Moto r Car Co. left
Seneca Falls and moved to Syracuse
The company made a good machine
but could not get enough capital
to conduct business on a large
scale,

The railroads were exceedingly
busy. There were eight trains
going east and seven west, daily,
on the New York Centrz] two went
through the county on the Lehigh
Valley and four traveled south
on the Pennsylvania Division of
the Fall Brook line in the Border
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city area
1918 '

In Fayette, the barns of Marcus
sorensen near MacDougal were
destroyed by fire. He lost two
horses and all his farming tools
and had no insurance. Also in
Fayette, Herman Olsowske and his
nephew, William, were killed
when an acetylene gas tank ex-
ploded at his home.

In Lodi, there were 29 births,
six marriages and 23 deaths dur-
ing the year. The school house at
Lodi Center burned and Walter A.
Covert was the only graduate at
the Lodi High School.

In Waterloo, Bert Ireland, his
wife and eight children were hit
by a train at the Virginia St.
crossing. All were seriously
injured but no one was killed. A
fire at the oil building of the
coke works at Border City caused
$30,000 damage.

Edward Nugent bought the former
Selmser Dry Goods storas and
planned to move: his hardware
business to that location.
Selmser had been in business for
60 years. Automobiles were be-
coming increasingly more popular.
Richard Dwire and Elmer Kuney
bought the brick portion of the
old piano factory and planned to
convert it to a garage.

P . A.H. Downey of Hamburg
became supervising principal of
Waterloo High School. The papers
noted there was a scarcity of
teachers for the rural schools.
Some towns were paying as much as
$18 a month but were unable to
supply a teacher. The Waterloo
editor complained that only four
persons attended the annual
school board meeting. He said,
"$12,620 was to be expended and
tax payers would have to provide
the funds."
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There were a number of big fires
in Seneca Falls, that year. In the
early part of the year, the Gould
Block on Fall St. was completelv
destroyed. Also the adjoining Union
Building. Gould owned by Josiah T-
Miller. Damaged were: Finn Confect-
ionery, M.J. Rambar, clothing, Frank
Bauer, cigars, law office of Daniel
Moran. Alsc water damage to Todtman
Clothing and the Gould crashed into
the Union Building.

Three buildings near Cayuga Lake
park were burned. They included the
saloon of Thomas Kelly, houses of
Edward Murphy and John Powell.

A few weeks later, the Hoag Hotel
on Fall St. was gutted by fire.
Fire was discovered in time for
guests to leave the building but
nearly everything of value was des-
troyed. Building was valued at
$60,000 and carried only $48,000
insurance. In addition, $20,000
worth of furnishings were destroyed.

The report of the 56th annual
reunion of the 126th regiment showed
that 39 officers and 956 men marched
from Geneva on Aug. 22, 1882 to
take part in the Civil War. In 1918,
only 80 remained. In Ovid the mem-
bers of the GAR Post were: William
Bowlby,Jdohn Swarthout, Franklin D.
Frantz, Dr. Daniel Evarts, Henry
Covert, Patrick Halpin, Stimson
McDuffee, George Scott, Dr. Marvin
and George Helfman.

1928

On January 6, Judd Gray and Ruth
Snyder were electrocuted at Sing
Singer for murder. Gray, a fairly
well-to-do man had some money
left. He asked that $15 be used to
pay for extra dinners for ten pris-
oners. The remaining six dollars
was to go to Dixie Baldwin, awaitin
execution in the prison. Although
ne continued to deny committing the
crime, Baldwin went to the electric
chair for the murder of dJohn D.
