· In the 2nd quarter of 2015, 3700 gallons of 100 LL Aviation fuel was sold and 5200 gallons of Jet-A fuel was sold.  The Air Methods Life Net Helicopter purchased much of the Jet fuel.  The current price of fuel per gallon is $5.11 for 100 LL Aviation Fuel and $5.40 for Jet Fuel.
· Allen reported that two NYSEG helicopters have been using the airport as a base for their yearly power line inspections and they have been purchasing Jet fuel from the County.
· Finger Lakes Flying Service had a slow winter, but their business has been picking up pace.
· All hangars are full at this time.  There are no vacancies.
